	Taiga Biome
	Coniferous Forest Swamp.

	Deciduous Forest
	Rain fall. 75 cm. Biome that has trees that drops its leaves during fall. Fox, salamanders, apple trees, rich soil.

	Tropical Rain Forest
	200 cm of rain year. Has a canopy where leaves come together to form a large umbrella of shade. Big leaf plants, velvet worms, heliconia flower. Toucan, jamba fruit dove, tree frogs, anteater, parrot, bats, 

	Desert Biome
	10 cm of rain year. Coyotes, scorpions, cacti, aloe vera, texas sage. 6A inhabitants. Camels. Desert Lizard.

	Grassland biome
	Not much rain. 25 cm . Zebra, grass. Some trees . acacias, mesquite, ostritch, lions, giraffe, elephants, rhinos.  Savanna.

	Marine Biome
	Deep Ocean

	 Phytoplankton/ plankton
	Little unicellular animals that larger marine animals eat.

	Estuary Biome
	Where salt water and freshwater mix.  Found around shorelines. Chesapeake Bay, San Francisco Bay, filter air and water.
