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ASBESTOS: The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
requires all schools to inspect their buildings and facilities and to identify,
sample, and analyze all friable and non-friable building materials that may
contain asbestos. Friable materials are defined as those that can be easily
crumbled by hand. The Asbestos in Schools Rule and the Asbestos Hazard
Emergency Response Act (AHERA) regulations further require that all
parents, teachers, and employees of schools where asbestos is found be
notified. This requirement is a part of an inspection and management plan that
15 required at each school.

No friable or non-friable asbestos-containing building materials were used in
the construction of Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community. A letter
from the architect to this effect is on file in the school office.

BIKE RACK: Bikes should be locked at all times. The school is not
responsible for bikes brought onto property. Bikes may never be ridden on the
sidewalks, in the courtyard, or in the parking lot of the school.

CARE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY: All non-consumable textbooks are
issued to the students for their use and must be returned in good condition.
All textbooks must be kept covered. Covers for this purpose are available in
the school office. Parents will be billed for the repair or replacement of
damaged or destroyed school property, such as textbooks, library materials,
A/V equipment, compuler software or hardware. Student records, report
cards, diplomas, etc. are not released unless financial obligations are met.

CONDUCT - RESPECT AND RESPONSIBILITY RUBRIC: At Pope
John XXIIT Catholic School Community, we recognize the importance of
educating our students in Christian values. How students treat each other and
adults 1s as important as their academic achievements. To reflect this, we have
a Respect and Responsibility Rubric as part of the Report Card. The criteria
for the rubric are based on the Seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit. This grade can
impact on a student’s opportunity to be on the Honor Roll and to participate
in extracurricular activities.

Does the student demonstrate...

Wisdom: the ability to see things as they truly are in an open-minded
manner. The quality that manifests Wisdom is RESPECT.

Understanding: the ability to display a heart that cares, listens,
understands, and forgives. The qualities that manifest Understanding are
CARING and MERCY.

Knowledge: the ability to understand truths about the universe by
learning diligently. The qualities that manifest Knowledge are GOOD
CITIZENSHIP and PROPER USE OF POWER.

Right Judgment: the ability to make good and wise decisions and accept
the consequences of one’s actions. The qualities that manifest Right
Judgment are TRUSTWORTHINESS and JUSTICE.

Courage: the ability to stand up for one’s beliefs, to do what is right
against any challenge. The qualities that manifest Courage are
GOODNESS and ACTING RESPONSIBLY.

Reverence: the ability to deeply respect God, others, all creation and
self. The qualities that manifest Reverence are: FAITHFULNESS
and LOVE,

Wonder and Awe in God’s Presence: the ability to realize that this great
and powerful God loves me and is close to me. The quality that manifests
Wonder and Awe is HUMILITY.

Student must...

make a sincere effort to learn.

complete all assignments to the best of his/her ability.
submit assignments when required.

conform to classroom standards of behavior.

follow the rules of the school.

always obey staff and lunch/recess duty monitors.

maintain an attitude becoming a Christian and a sportsman at all times
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Student may not...

*  have gum, sunflower seeds, and the like at school.
*  buy or sell personal articles at school,

* pocket knives, cigarette lighters, beepers, laser light pens, skateboards,
roller blades, CD players, radios, water guns, and the like to school.
Cellular phones may not be used before or during school hours, Teachers
are directed to confiscate these items without discussion and send them
to the office tagged with name and grade. Parents must personally request
their return.

For students evidencing behavior that goes beyond the expectations
of this code of conduct, a special recognition system called PROOF
POSITIVE exists.

COUNSELOR: The school has a part-time counselor on staff available for
consultation, intervention, prevention, and planning. The principal must
approve all referrals. The school reserves the right to refer students without
parent permission.

CRISIS MANAGEMENT PLAN: Pope John XXIII is committed to
ensuring a safe and protected environment for its students, staff, faculty and
visitors while at the school. The information providing this type of
environment is in a crisis safety manual available in the school office.

DAILY SCHEDULE:

7:45 Classrooms open and students report directly there. Playing
is not permitted on school grounds before school. Children
arriving early must report to Morming Study Hall.

7:55 Warning bell.

8:00 School starts. Tardy students report to the school office.

11:10 — 11:50  Lunch for grades K, 5 & 6

11:30 — 12:10  Lunch for grades 1, 7 & 8

11:50 = 12:30  Lunch for grades 2, 3 & 4

2:50 School closes Monday through Thursday. Children must
leave school grounds promptly or report to the Extended
School Program. Unregistered children will be charged
$10.00 per hour.

1:50: School closes Friday (except First Friday, which is a

Minimum Day).

DETENTION/DISCIPLINE - Personal Responsibility Out of Faith
(PROOF): Students at Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community are
expected to demonstrate Personal Responsibility OQut of Faith. The three areas
of accountability require a student to:

1. Show respect for all staff, students, parents and visitors on the campus,
complying with the courtesy code in all its expectations.

2. Show respect for community rules: this includes the uniform code,
respect for the property of the school, students and adults.

3. Be prepared for learning: this includes bringing necessary materials to
class: textbook, paper, pen and pencil, an up-to-date student assignment
book, and all assigned work.

These rules apply to all students for the length of time they are on school
grounds, including after school activities, or when representing Pope John
XXIII Catholic School Community at any function away from school.

Students not complying with these expectations will receive the following
consequences:

1. A PROQOF detention will be assigned. The first three such detentions will
be given a 24-hour notice for family adjustments. If a student cannot
serve the assigned detention at the assigned time, he/she will serve two
detentions on the two following afternoons.

2. PROOF detentions are 30 minutes in length for Grades K-4, 45 minutes
for grades 5-8. These begin at 2:55 in the assigned classroom. All
students must have writing materials with them.,

3. 1If a student receives 3 PROOF detentions:

a. The classroom teacher will arrange for a parent-student-teacher
conference. At this conference, a contract will be constructed,
outlining the behavior changes that must occur.

b. The student is eliminated from all school activities until this
contract is completed and the behavior has been corrected. The
length of a contract is 2 school weeks. School activities include but
not limited to: athletics, Student Council, National Junior Honor
Society, clubs or any representation of the school off campus.
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¢. The PROOF committee reserves the right to adjust these
consequences to address those students who are not involved in school
activities at the time of the contract.

d. If a student receives a 4th or a 5th PROOF detention during the
contract period, the contract is extended for two additional weeks with
each occurrence.

e. A copy of the contract is to be filed with administration immediately
following the conference.

The consequences are in place until the end of the semester. With the
beginning of a new semester, a clean slate is offered to all students. Records
will be kept throughout the year. If consequences need to be considered for a
lengthy pattern of misbehavior, administration reserves the right to deal with
that pattern in a conference with all parties involved.

EMERGENCY INFORMATION: Emergency information must always be
kept current in the school office. Should parent(s) ever be out of town, a note
to this effect should be sent to the school office detailing the responsible
guardian.

EXTENDED SCHOOL PROGRAM (ESP): An after school program is
available. Information and registration forms are available in the school office
or you may call the Extended School Program Office at 480-905-0778.
Unsupervised children are not permitted on campus after school hours. This
includes siblings of students involved in after school activities.

FIELD TRIPS: Teachers, based on educational need and appropriateness,
schedule field trips. The principal must grant approval. Drivers on field trips
must be 25 years of age or older and have driver information forms, copies of
their driver’s license, and proof of insurance on file in the school office. A
seat belt for each child is required. Two adults in each car are required and all
adults accompanying a field trip must have completed Safe Environment
Training. While on a field trip, drivers must take students directly to the event
and return directly to school. No other stops are permitted. Stopping at
convenience stores and fast food outlets is expressly forbidden.

FINANCIAL POLICIES: The collecting and/or soliciting of funds from
families of Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community is expressly
prohibited without prior approval of the principal.

Collection of Money:

1. Any collection of money for classroom activities or field trips must first
be cleared through the teacher, and then approved by the principal. It is
the teacher’s responsibility to have the project approved by the principal
prior to any money being collected.

2. Any collection of money for Parent Group activities must first be cleared
by the Parent Group Board and then approved by the principal. It is the
Parent Group Board’s responsibility to have the project approved by the
principal.

3. All monies collected must be turned into the school office promptly,
however no longer than 24 hours after being collected. All checks are to
be made payable to Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community.

4. Money is to be counted before being turned into the school receptionist
or secretary who logs it into the Cash Receipts Book. All money should
be labeled with the amount, event, and person submitting the funds.

Purchasing:
1. All purchasing is done with a Purchase Order only.

2. To purchase an item, a Purchase Order Request Form must be completed
and submitted to the principal.

3. The principal must approve all Purchase Order Request Forms.

4. After approval, the school office will complete and submit the
Purchase Order.

Requesting of Funds:

1. Requesting of funds for reimbursement, deposits for activities, etc., must
be submitted on a School Check Request form with the receipts attached
or a supplied invoice. Check Request forms are available in the
school office.

2. If the funds being requested are coming from the Home & School
Association (HSA) budget, the request must be submitted to the
HSA Treasurer.

3. Checks are issued on a weekly basis. All check requests submitted to the
accounting office by 3:00 p.m. Wednesday will be processed and the
checks will be available Friday.
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GUIDELINES FOR PARENTS: Catholic schools are called upon to make
faith real in the world. They are a living community witnessing the presence
and reality of the Risen Lord to and for the culture in which they exist. As
parent participants in this community of Faith, you have a personal
commitment to Jesus Christ to the following:

Spiritual: Preeminent among the goals of the school are those related to the
teachings of Christ. Such a mission is the shared responsibility of all members
of the faith community: the students, their parents, the staff, the clergy, and
the other parishioners. The fact that you have enrolled your children in a
Catholic school i1s proof of your commitment to these principles. To
emphasize them, you should be:

1. Participating at home in a religious program that is complementary to the
religious atmosphere at school.

2. Modeling Christian behavior for your child and the rest of the faith
community.

. Requesting active participation in your child’s religious experience
at school.

4. Participating regularly in scheduled activities in our faith community.
5. Supporting by word and deed school policies and procedures.

Academic: Since the primary right and duty of education rests on the parents,
you should support the professional staff at the school and share the task of
educating your child(ren). Examples of that support are:

1. Helping your child with his or her homework.
. Reviewing your child’s school papers.
. Providing the necessary encouragement or correction.

4. Monitoring your child’s progress.

5. Seeking ways to improve your child’s performance.

. Familiarizing yourself with and following the rules and regulations at
the school.

7. Being aware that the placement of your child in our school is an
acceptance of these rules and regulations.

Financial: Our quest for excellence in religious and academic education
requires financial support. Examples are:

1. Paying tuition and fees promptly.

2. Contributing to the Catholic Tuition Organization Diocese of Phoenix
(CTODP)

3. Supporting fund-raising events.

4. Supporting the school’s annual appeal.

5. Supporting your parish.

6. Supporting special ¢lassroom and school projects.

Physical: As participants in a faith community, we have to share in the
physical tasks necessary to make our programs successful. Examples are:

1. Participating in the activities of our Home & School Association (HSA)
by attending events, serving as officers, or on a committee.

2. Supporting the school staff in such areas as library assistants, room
parents, and Faith in Action volunteers.

3. Fulfilling your assigned lunch/playground supervision responsibilities.

GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS: Each student must recognize his or her
rights and responsibilities as an active participant in our faith community.

The student has a right:
1. To a learning experience that reinforces a Catholic system of values.

2. To the opportunity to learn the essence of the Catholic principles as a
condition of Christian life.

3. To the opportunity to attain a high level of academic excellence.
4. To develop the means to express creative potential and individuality.
5

. To the opportunity to participate as a Christian citizen and as a potential
leader in our faith community.
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The student has a responsibility:
1. To be Christ-like in word and deed.

. To cultivate recognition of the dignity and value of each person.

3. To respect the rights and property of parents, staff and fellow students.
4. To attain a level of excellence that reflects the best of one’s ability.

. To conform to the school’s Respect and Responsibility Rubric and
classroom standards of conduct.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: In compliance with state law and in order to
attend classes, all students of Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community
must show proof of full immunization.

The parent is responsible for keeping the school informed about their
children’s health concerns such as accidents, illnesses, surgeries, allergies and
special medications.

The school periodically provides eye and hearing tests, height and weight
measurements, and programs on such topics as drugs and sex education,

HOME & SCHOOL ASSOCIATION (HSA): The HSA provides a
structure within which parents can exercise their role as copartners to assist
the administration and faculty in promoting the moral, educational, and
physical welfare of the students. Through the HSA, parents can open lines of
communication for expression of opinions relative to school programs: to
encourage high standards of family life; and to provide and/or raise funds for
Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community.

HOMEWORK: Homework is usually a follow-up of some class activity of
the day. All students should do some homestudy daily, even if not assigned.
It is always due when required by the teacher. Any request for an exception
must be made in writing to the teacher by the parents. Students in grades 4
through 8 must use the school’s Assignment Notebook.

All students are asked to read a minimum of thirty minutes a day. This is
necessary to establish good reading habits and strengthen the skills developed
day-by-day at school. First grade students should begin this habit as soon as
they begin to read. It is important that you, the parent(s), provide a proper
study atmosphere at a regularly scheduled time each day.

HONOR ROLL: An Honor Roll is published at the end of each quarter for
grades 4 through 8.

Criteria: Average of point value assigned to grades determines Honor Roll
placement. A grade of “D” or “I"" in any subject ora “1” or “2” under Respect
and Responsibility Rubric keeps a student off the Honor Roll. The following
marking system is used:

A - Excellent 100-94 4.0
B - Above Average 93-85 3.0

C - Average 84-75 2.0
D - Below Average 74-65 1.0
F - Very Poor

An Honor Assembly is held after each report period for grades 4 through 8.
Recognition for special achievements and the Honor Roll is given at
that time.

INSURANCE: Student accident insurance is provided for all students,
secondary to any family coverage. Students are covered for accidents
occurring during the school day when under school supervision. A copy of the
policy is in the school office that details the actual coverage, conditions and
restrictions that may apply.

LIBRARY BOOKS AND MATERIALS: Library books and materials must
be returned when they are due. Overdue books and materials cause a grave
inconvenience to those working in the library, but most of all to those students
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who are waiting to use them. Please help your child(ren) to be responsible in
this regard. No student may check out more books and materials until such
have been returned. Report cards and diplomas are held until overdue books
and textbooks are returned or paid for if lost or damaged.

LOCKERS: Students in grades 6th through 8th are assigned the use of a
locker. Prior to the use of a locker, both student and parent/guardian must sign
a contract acknowledging the regulations set forth and agreeing to the terms
outlined. Only school-issued locks are used and there is a $25.00 fee for
replacing a lock. The lockers are the property of Pope John XXIII School and
are subject to search at any time by authorized personnel.

LOST AND FOUND: Lost and Found is located in the school office. Articles
not claimed within a week’s time will be discarded.

LUNCHES: Students bring their properly labeled lunches to school. They
should be nutritional and substantial. Fast foods are discouraged, as are
excessive amounts of candy and sweets. Glass containers are not permitted.
Should your child forget his/her lunch, bring it directly to the office, never to
the classroom. Clearly label the lunch with your child’s name and grade. The
office will see to it that your child receives the lunch. Food is not eaten
outside the Ramada.

MEDICAL APPOINTMENTS & EARLY DISMISSAL: If at all possible,
medical appointments should be made outside school hours. If necessary, we
ask that you send a note to the teacher the day prior to the appointment. No
student may go to the parking lot to wait for a parent. Parents must come to
the office (never to the classroom) for the student. Students must be signed
out and signed in upon returning.

MEDICATION: If a student requires medication during school hours, the
parent must write a note, stating the type of medicine, amount and time to be
taken. This note and medicine in its original container should be left at the
nurse’s office and the child directed to report there for dispensing. The school
does not provide pain relievers or the like for the children. If a parent must
dispense the medication, it must be done in the nurse’s office. Under no
circumstances may children have medicine (including pain relievers or cough
drops) in their possession.

MINIMUM DAYS: Minimum days are scheduled periodically and are noted
on the monthly calendar. The school day ends at 12:00 noon.

MONTHLY ENVELOPE: This is given to the eldest child of each family.
The school calendar identifies when to expect them. It includes a school
bulletin, monthly calendar updates, and miscellaneous enclosures. Parents
may send completed forms, etc., back in this envelope, which should be
returned promptly each month.

MORNING STUDY HALL: Morning Study Hall will open at 7:00 a.m.
every day that school is in session. A parent must sign in their child. However,
if a student is on the campus prior to 7:45 and is unsupervised, staff may sign
in the student and the parent will be billed. There is no supervision on campus
prior to 7:45 a.m. Students will be charged a daily flat rate of $2.00 per
student for Morning Study Hall. Families will receive bills monthly for the
previous month’s usage of Morning Study Hall in the school’s monthly
family envelope. Siblings of students attending before school meetings must
sign into Morning Care (at no charge). Students should not be dropped off at
their classrooms. If a student has an appointment with a teacher before
school, the teacher will pick up that student from the Morning Care location.

NON-CUSTODIAL PARENTS: The school abides by the provision of the
Buckley Amendment (1975) with respect to the rights of non-custodial
parents. In the absence of a court order to the contrary, the school will provide
the non-custodial parent access to academic records and to other school-
related information regarding their child. If there is a court order specifying
that no information be given, it is the responsibility of the custodial parent to
provide the school with an official copy of the court order. The school will
not be held responsible for failing to honor arrangements that have not been
made known.

PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES: Formal conferences for all
families are scheduled following the end of the first quarter. Minimum days
are observed during that week. Parents are encouraged fo confer with a
teacher at other times as necessary, providing prior arrangements are made.
Expecting a conference without prior notice is not acceptable.

PARTIES, GIFTS AND SPECIAL TREATS: Class partics and special
treats from parents are not permitted on campus. Teachers may schedule them
under special circumstances and only with the approval of the principal.
There will be no distribution of treats before, during or after
Courtyard Prayer.
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Students may not exchange personal gifts (including Kris Kringle) at school.
Friends sharing among themselves are best done outside the classroom where
feelings of being left out are avoided. Party invitations must be distributed off
school property unless everyone (for example, all girls, all boys, the entire
class) is invited.

PHOTOGRAPHIC RELEASE: All families must sign a release granting
the Catholic Diocese of Phoenix and Pope John XXIII Catholic School
Community the use of their name and likeness or child’s name or likeness,
whether in still, motion pictures, audio or video tape, photograph and/or other
reproduction including voice and features with or without names of any
promotional purposes involving the diocese or school, news feature stories in
The Catholic Sun or other media or other purpose whatsoever, except for the
endorsement of any commercial products. The Catholic Diocese of Phoenix
and Pope John XXIIT Catholic School Community may use or cause to be
used, these items for any and all broadcasts, publications or reproductions,
without limitation or reservation of any fee.

PICTURES: Students’ individual and class pictures are taken in the Fall. The
school uniform without the sweater is worn. Additional picture taking without
the uniform is offered in the spring. Eighth graders have their pictures taken
in graduation gowns in early May.

PLAYGROUND SUPERVISION: Parents are reminded it is school policy
that game playing, ball playing, or running on the school grounds before
school in the morning is prohibited. Supervision for the children begins in the
classroom 20 minutes before the bell rings. Children arriving before 7:45 am,
must report to Morning Study Hall. Children caught on campus early will be
sent to Morning Study Hall and a fee will be assessed.

After school, children must be picked up promptly unless a student attends
Extended School Program or is involved in a supervised activity. Students are
prohibited from using any playground apparatus before or after school.
Children may not stay late in order to play with friends or wait for siblings.
Students may not change out of their school uniform on school property
unless required to do so as part of a supervised activity. Unsupervised
children are not permitted on campus after school hours. This includes
siblings of students involved in after school activities. Once children leave the
campus, they may not return except for supervised activities.

All families are assigned to eight days of lunch/playground supervision. You
are free to arrange your own substitute or remit $5.00 per day ($40.00 for the
whole period). Please notify the office one day in advance of not being able
to come. Families waiting until the day of the assignment or just not showing
up will be assessed $8.00. For the safety of everyone's children, yard
supervision is a shared responsibility of every family. Your cooperation is
deeply appreciated.

Lunch/recess supervision assignments are sent home at the beginning of the
school year. Please report to the office no later than 11:15 am. for
instructions. Substitutes are always needed and parents wishing to help in this
area should notify the school office. Parents remain on the playground
until 12:30.

Rules for Playground Monitors:

e Sign in at the school office.

s  Review responsibilities with coordinator.

*  Wear visitor badge.

= Command respect from the students.

= Circulate constantly in the area you are assigned.

»  Notify school staff on duty if there is an injury.

* Enforce “Rules for Students on the Playground.”

e Only playground monitors retrieve balls outside the playground.
e You may bench students for misbehavior.

e Report continued problems with a student to school staff on duty.

Rules for Students on the Playground:

= Students must obey the monitors at all times and without question.

e Students must play within assigned areas.

»  Students may not be upstairs during lunch/recess without supervision.
o Students must always walk in the courtyard or on any walkway.

e Roughhousing, disruptive behavior, and fighting are not permitted.
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Rules for Students on the Playground (continued):

¢ No throwing of rocks, sticks, etc.

* No playing on the walkways, stairwells or balconies around the school.

*  No running or ball playing in the courtyard.

= No running in and out of the lavatories.

*  No eating outside the Ramada.

»  Students must wear tennis shoes when playing on the playground and
playground apparatus.

»  When the bell rings, all activities stop immediately and students line up

at teacher assigned areas.

PROOF POSITIVE: A new dimension of our Personal Responsibility Out
Of Faith (PROOF) process for the school year 2005-06 is named: PROOF
POSITIVE. This is a program of recognition for students who are observed
fulfilling the Student Learning Expectations and the practice of the Seven
Gifts of the Holy Spirit as found in the Parent-Student Handbook.

Recognition will include:

e A gold seal on the quarterly report card for each period that a student has
NO PROOF detentions.

e A certificate noting the week of this observable behavior.

= Names of those who receive such a certificate will be noted on the
school’s TV announcements with a scroll of names.

*  Periodic rewards will be planned to strengthen the resolve of students to
excel in the positive goals of the Student Learning Expectations.

e A notation on the report card.

RE-REGISTRATION: This takes place during February. All financial
obligations must be current for re-registration to be valid. If after completing
the process, a family falls behind in their financial obligations, re-registration
is invalidated. In addition, if a child is evidencing problems in academic
standing, attitude, Christian behavior, or attendance/tardiness, re-registration
may be denied. Families evidencing a lack of cooperation and support for the
school may also be denied re-registration. This will be discussed with the
principal at a conference.

Students are normally promoted to the next grade based on academic
achievement as judged by the teacher and administration. Occasionally,
students are recommended for retention and a conference will be scheduled
by the teacher to discuss this. However, a student recommended for retention
is not guaranteed returning to Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community.

Students may also be “placed” in the next grade rather than promoted, based
on a teacher’s judgment in consultation with administration. This means the
school feels that the student is not academically prepared for the next grade.
Being “placed” does not guarantee returning to Pope John XXIII Catholic
School Community.

Administration will establish a re-registration schedule for school families. it
will be announced at the end of January. Re-registration fee is $100.00 per
student. A fee of $20.00 per family is collected for the Home & School
Association. Any family failing to meet the announced deadline will have its
fee doubled to $200.00 per student. There will be a two-week grace period.
At the end of the two-week grace period, the child(ren) will be placed on the
school’s waiting list and administration may fill the opening(s). Registration
fees are non-refundable.

REPORT CARDS: These are the central means of communicating the
progress of your child(ren) to you. Report cards are given out quarterly.
Consult the school calendar for the dates. These are signed and returned. Final
report cards and/or diplomas are held pending resolution of financial
obligations.

Parents can stay informed about their child(ren)’s grades in classes three
through eight by accessing them through the school’s web site at
www.popejohnxxiii.org. Grades are updated by Wednesday of each week.

RETURNED CHECKS: Checks and/or debits returned for insufficient
funds or closed accounts are assessed a $20.00 fee per incident. If warranted
by administration, families may be required to pay by cash or cashier’s
check only.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION: Reconciliation (2nd Graders) and
First Eucharist (3rd Graders) programs are handled at the respective parishes
of the children. The school, as part of its regular religion classes, will address
the topics with the children. The parishes will handle catechesis for the
sacraments.
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SCHOOL ADVISORY BOARD: According to the teachings of Jesus Christ
and the Catholic Church the Pope John XXIII Catholic School Community
Advisory Board has, as its primary goal, the intellectual, spiritual, and
emotional development of the students of Pope John XXIII Catholic School
Community. The School Advisory Board helps to develop and to review the
policies that shall govern the operation of Pope John XXIII School. It
promotes the implementation of said policies in accordance with the canons,
usages and customs of the Catholic Church and the Diocese of Phoenix,
including the rules and regulations of the Diocesan Office of Education.

STUDENT RECORDS: Student records, final report cards, diplomas, ete.
are not released until all financial obligations have been met.

SUPPLIES: A detailed list for each grade is distributed to the children.
Students should routinely have in school, at all times, a pencil case with pens,
pencils, an eraser, and ruler (with metric measurements).

The school office sells basic school supplies for the convenience of the
students. Also available are cloth book covers for textbooks, which must
always be covered; student assignment notebooks used in grades 4 through 8;
Catholic Student Service Journals used by 6th, 7th and 8th graders.
Backpacks and gym bags must fit in teacher-assigned areas or in
student lockers.

Children should have tote bags/backpacks in order to protect their books
while going to and from school. Airline-type totelsuitcase bags with wheels
are not permitted.

SUSPENSION/EXPULSION: Suspension is the temporary removal of a
student from the classroom and/or school. The primary purpose of suspension
is to give the student, his/her parent(s), and the school the time needed for
resolving a problem. Suspension is considered a serious matter that could lead
to expulsion from school. It is not used for minor infractions. Every effort is
made to resolve problems before considering suspension.

Grounds for Suspension: Students may be suspended from school for the
following reasons:

A. Violation of any state or local laws.

B. Conduct that harms the good name of Pope John XXIII Catholic School
Community.

C. Violation of school rules or regulations. This would include but not be
limited to the following:

1. Disrespectful attitudes, such as:
a. arguing with a staff member or parent volunteer
b. questioning a staff member’s or parent volunteer’s authority
2. Violent fighting or
a. causing physical harm or injury to another
b. losing self-control (temper tantrums)
3. Profane language
a. written or spoken vulgarity or profanity
b. profane or vulgar signs or actions
4. Repeated refusal to do required work
5. Vandalism (deliberate destruction or damage of property)
6. Cheating on tests and research assignments
7. Accessing inappropriate web sites.
8. Excessive tardiness
9. Issuance of a Disciplinary Referral Form by Administration

Nature and Duration of Suspension: The principal determines the length of
a suspension. A suspended student may be required to undergo counseling
and/or drug screening as a condition of returning to school, When a student
returns to school, a probationary period may be imposed.

Readmission Following Suspension: Readmission requires evidence that
the problem, which led to the suspension, has been resolved. In addition, the
student must be accompanied back to school by his/her parent(s) and must
have completed all work assigned during the suspension.

Grounds for Expulsion: Students may be expelled from school for the

following reasons: p

A. Behavior so serious that future attendance is not acceptable. Involvement
with drugs and/or alcohol on or off campus is one area that constitutes
cause for immediate expulsion.
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
